Essay #2 Where Am I Going and Where Have I Been? Analyzing the Learning Process 

See semester schedule for due dates.
For this assignment, you will describe the process of how you came to be the student and learner you are today. Each of us has our own set of experiences, memories, triumphs, and failures, which make up a viewpoint on education. You will call on your own experiences to describe how you got to be who you are today. Be sure to include specific events, people, impressions, which show a transition from a person you once were to the person you are today. The essay should focus on education, but is not limited to only this topic. Write this essay in MLA format, and include prewriting, editing, and an edited rough draft. 

TOPIC
First, complete prewriting for this essay. This prewriting can be handwritten, but must include:  
1) Any method of prewriting, such as clustering, listing, etc.
2) A tentative thesis, which will unite the essay’s main points

3) An outline, using your information from above

Next type the first draft of your essay (sometimes called a rough draft). Suggestions for drafting are given in. This first draft should be a completed essay with the following organization:

1) An introductory paragraph, which contains your thesis

2) A set body paragraphs (usually between 2 and 6 paragraphs for an essay of this length. Each body

    paragraph should have its own topic sentence.)

3) A conclusion paragraph, which restates your thesis, and closes the essay

After your first draft is completed, consider the essays you’ve already read again. Does your essay analyze and support its points?  Does your essay show a beginning point in your education?

Does your essay show a progression of events? 

Your task now is to annotate and edit your first draft. We will peer edit a draft as well. Finally, using your edited first draft, make changes to your final draft. Be sure the essay is formatted in MLA. Staple the final draft to the top of your first draft and the prewriting and turn in on the due date.
